Course Content:  Grammar and vocabulary instruction will include new concepts and review of concepts from French I:

· Forms and uses of the Présent, Passé Composé, and Imparfait

· Forms and uses of Subject, Direct, Indirect, and Reflexive pronouns 

· Level-appropriate vocabulary units in context, such as celebrations, food, school, daily routine, sports, health, childhood pastimes, leisure activities, and animals  

· Cultural topics, such as Paris, Québec, Rennes, Dakar, pastimes of French teenagers, French cuisine, and Francophone cultures

Student Expectations:  The student needs to arrive PREPARED TO WORK on developing the:
· Speaking ability with reasonable pronunciation

· Listening comprehension skills through dialogues, songs, etc.

· Writing ability through daily exercises, homework, guided compositions, etc.

· Reading skills by using both short and long passages

· An understanding and appreciation of the Francophone world and French-speaking people
